Year 11 Yearbook, Hoodie and Prom

As part of the Y11 Leavers’ plans, we are offering students the chance to purchase a yearbook and souvenir hoodie, as well as attending the end of year school prom.  
The yearbook is a high quality, soft backed book in colour; it is packed full of memories from over the last five years and is available at a cost of £12.00.  
The hoodie will cost £18.50, have an embroidered school logo on the front and a screen-printed leavers’ design on the back. These will be available in a variety of colours and sizes. Students can also personalise their hoodie with their name or a suitable nickname. Colours, sizes and name requests will be confirmed once payment is received.
The prom will be held at the lovely venue of The Quorn Country Hotel in Quorn, Loughborough on Thursday 25th June 2026.  Arrival is from 7:00pm and the evening will end at 10:00pm with all pick-ups to be completed by 10:30pm. There will be a welcome drink, disco and buffet food. The cost of a ticket will be £30.00. Please can I remind you that this money is non-refundable in the event that a student is unable to attend for any reason.
I am conscious that we do not want to cause unnecessary expenditure, especially with the change in financial circumstances for some families. Therefore, I would like to advise you of our proposals for this year’s prom:
Dress
Smart. Students can wear any smart outfit to the prom, such as a party dress, smart trousers and shirt (please no joggers, jeans, trainers etc). If, as a family, you wish to buy a prom dress and/or suit, then please do so. However, there is no expectation that this is what the students should wear.

Transport
In past years, students have hired a variety of different vehicles to arrive at prom.  However, there is absolutely no expectation for this – students can arrive in any way they wish e.g., parents’ cars, or even by walking in as a group.


Please note that invitation to the prom is at our discretion and is dependent on attendance and behaviour leading up to the event. This has been made very clear to year 11 students.
