	Adventure Story
Using extracts from novels we explore the adventure genre and what makes an interesting story. We build upon writing skills.

	Poetry: Hope
We introduce the basic conventions of poetry. Students will study multiple poems around the theme of hope.

	Woman in Black 
We introduce students to the gothic genre through this novel study. They work on their understanding of character development.

	Drama conventions 
We introduce students to the conventions of a drama script through mystery plays. They work towards writing their own scripts.

	Spring 1 and
Spring 2
	A Midsummer Night’s Dream
We begin our Shakespeare studies with this play. Students learn context of the Elizabethan era and explore Shakespeare’s language and use of drama. 

	1 x Written assessment. Includes short-form questions on knowledge recall and then an analytical question to answer on the text as a whole. 

	Summer 1
	Travel writing 
Using extracts, students will identify what is needed to make a piece of travel writing. They will work towards creating their own piece. 

	1 x Creative Writing assessment. Students are to write a section of their own piece of travel writing. 

	Summer 2
	Poetry: Romantics
We re-visit the basic conventions of poetry. We teach the context behind the Romantic era and explore multiple Romanticism poems.  
	1 x Written assessment. Students will analyse an unseen poem and write an analytical answer.

We introduce students to the conventions and methods used in rhetoric. We focus on speech writing in order to create a strong opinion. 
	1 x Creative Writing assessment. Students create their own speech using rhetorical methods. 

	Spring 1 and
Spring 2
	Romeo and Juliet
We continue our Shakespeare studies with this play. Students develop their contextual knowledge of Shakespeare’s time, as well as learning about the conventions of Tragedy.

	Imaginative Writing
Using extracts, we investigate  what makes an effective piece of creative writing. We hone in on specific language feature skills and structural skills.

We re-visit conventions of poetry through poems based around the World. Students will learn how to compare poems together.
